FVM DU is represented by its Dean, Prof. Dr. Ebeed Saleh and TU CVMNAH is
represented by its Dean, Dr. Ruby L. Perry.

FVM DU and TU CVMNAH are referred to as institutions.
BACKGROUND

Considering the relationships established in the framework of international
development between Egypt and the United States of America; Recognizing the
mutual interest in the fields of veterinary research, education, transfer of technology
on the long term non-commercial basis, and also recognizing the importance of the
role of the two institutions in veterinary education and promoting international
collaboration and increased contribution to social development; and considering the
legal provisions and the rules governing these two institutions in the two countries,
hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE I:
SCOPE OF COOPERATION

1.1 FVM DU and TU CVMNAH referred to below as institutions, have agreed to
collaborate and coordinate their activities based on mutual interest in the field of
research, for the purpose of carrying out the goal of institution building to enhance
the capacity to conduct high quality research and education.

1.2 The scope of this agreement may not be limited to the content of this MoU but can
be expanded to other areas as deemed necessary and agreed upon by the
Institutions.

1.3 The institutions shall establish cooperative linkages through the exchange of
faculty and students; short term training; development of joint proposal and
applied research, curriculum design, technology, education, etc.

Institutions and the funding agency

ARTICLE 2
OBJECTIVE AND IMPLEMENTATION

The objectives of the linkage agreement will be to enhance the international
development and the educational cooperation by means of:

TU CVMNAH and FVM DU will jointly submit research proposal to
Government, and other agencies for funding in the two countries.

d) Encourage scientific collaboration through joint research projects, exchange
of scientific and technical materials, joint development of teaching, other
materials, and contribution of faculty to separate or joint publications.

ARTICLE 3
FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENT

Additional funding of activities under the MoU shall be sought by the institutions
and the financing of such activities shall be established on a case-by- case basis,
in accordance with the financial regulations of the two Institutions which shall
determine the priority and relevance for the areas of cooperation. The financial
management for teaching, and/or research projects shall be the responsibility of
the institutions” business authorities.

ARTICLE 4
DURATION AND TERMINATION

This MoU is for three (3) years in the first instance and subject to renewal.
However, it may be cancelled at anytime by either party thereto, but a six-month
notice shall be required for such a cancellation and may only take place at the end
of the academic or fiscal year.

ARTICLE 5
MODIFICATION AND AMENDMENT

The MoU is subject to modification by either of the parties thereto with the
concurrence of the other parties. Any modification must receive approval of the
relevant authorities.
