Foodborne botulism 15 Caused by eating foods that contain the botulism toxin. Botulism can be deadly and
are considered medical emergencies, Symptoms of botulism include blurred vision, double vision, droopy
eyelids, slowed or slurred speech, difficulty swallowing, dry mouth and muscle weakness. If these symploms
are untreated, they may lead to paralysis of the arms, legs, trunk, and respiratory muscles, Symptoms of
foodborne botulism usually develop 18 1o 36 hours after consuming contaminated food, but symptoms can
occur as early as six hours or as late as a week to 10 days.

Staph food poisoning is a type of food poisoning caused by infection with the Staphylococcus aureus (S,
aureus) bacterium. The bacteria multiply in foods and produce toxins especially if food is kept at room
temperature, The toxins may be present in dangerous amounts in foods that have no signs of spoilage, such
as a bad smell. Symptoms of staph food poisoning include nausea, vomiting, retching, stomach cramping,
and diarrhea. In more severe cases, dehydration, headache, muscle cramping, and changes in blood
pressure and pulse rate may occur. Symptoms typically come on quickly. The condition is typically oveir ir'\1 2
days.
